May benefit from the waiver while under load and when returning either empty or with loads directly related to the emergency.

Must carry a copy of this declaration in each vehicle that operates in response to relief efforts.

NONE of the emergency provisions apply to carriers who are not directly involved in emergency relief efforts.

Carriers must read and understand the attached emergency declaration. In the event this note contradicts any information in the declaration, the declaration language shall rule.
