
1. introduction and general information

1.1 Purpose:

1.1.1 This document constitutes a request for uniform wear tests from prospective offerors for the purchase of custom manufactured trooper uniforms with an enhanced fit, and custom manufactured or stock pattern uniforms for all other uniformed personnel of the Missouri State Highway Patrol.  Samples of current uniforms can be viewed at the Patrol Supply division.  NOTE:  These specifications are for wear tests only.  The RFP following the conclusion of the wear test evaluations will include the final specifications. 
1.2 Background:

1.2.1 The Missouri State Highway Patrol has several uniformed employees within their divisions as identified below:

· Patrol Officer/Trooper – 1,229 officers on staff 

· Radio/Communication Operator – 180 operators on staff 

· Driver Examiner – 223 examiners on staff 

· Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Inspector/Officer – 131 officers on staff 

· Motor Vehicle Inspection – 62 inspectors on staff 
1.3 Awarded Bid & Contract Document Search:

1.3.1 Both the current contract (CC160735002) and the previous procurement documentation () may be viewed and printed from the Division of Purchasing & Materials Management's Awarded Bid & Contract Document Search located on the Internet at http://www.oa.mo.gov/purchasing
2. specific contractual and performance requirements
2.1 General:

2.1.1 The contractor shall provide both customized and stock uniforms as further stated below.
2.1.2 The contractor shall provide trooper uniforms (blue) that shall consist of custom uniforms manufactured to the specifications approved in this proposal.    

2.1.3 The contractor shall also provide uniforms for all other uniformed personnel (brown and blue/gray) that shall consist of stock sizes and patterns for shirts and trousers currently produced or accessible to the contractor.  If the contractor chooses to produce a shirt or trouser specifically for the state agency, they must carry at least twenty (20) each of the most common shirt and pant sizes in stock at all times.

2.2 Measurements:

2.2.1 The contractor shall be responsible for measuring employees upon notification of the state agency.  The contractor shall ensure, as close as practical within these provisions, a proper fit for all employees by use of a made to measure, or fit line system.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to collect and retain the measurements of each employee.  These measurements shall be forwarded to the state agency upon request.

2.2.2 Standard sizes for all uniforms shall be as follows:

3. general uniform requirements
3.1 Material:

3.1.1 All material shall be first quality.  A kaumograph is highly desired; however, if a kaumograph is not present, the contractor shall be required to produce first quality material that has been approved by the state agency prior to the award of the contract.
3.2 Patches and Insignias:

3.2.1 The state agency will supply all insignias.  Shoulder patches shall be stitched to all shirts.  Patches shall be centered on the exterior of both sleeves, ½ inch from the top of the sleeve seam.  Rank insignia (chevrons) shall be centered ½ inch below the shoulder patch.  Additional insignia shall be stitched to the long sleeve shirts.  Service star insignias shall be centered in line with the shoulder patch and four (4) inches from the bottom of the sleeve.
3.3 Fitting:

3.3.1 The contractor must have the minimum ability of producing these uniforms in all required sizes to fit every employee.  A minimum enhanced fit shall consist of at least a regular and athletic (military) cut for shirts, and a low, medium, and high-rise for trouser cuts.  
3.3.2 Trousers shall be fit as trimly as possible to accommodate the individual employee, without binding through the crotch.  Sizing consideration shall be given for contents in the individual’s pockets and the wearing of a ballistic vest, if applicable.  As nearly as practical, the proper length shall reach the top of the shoes with little or no break. Hip hugger style trousers will not be permitted.  

3.3.3 Shirts shall be fit as trimly as possible to accommodate the individual employee.  Sizing consideration shall be given for contents in the individual’s pockets and the wearing of a ballistic vest, if applicable.

3.3.4 All shirts and trousers shall have male and female cut patterns.

3.3.5 It is the intent of the state agency to receive shirts and trousers that adequately fit the individual for their build and their type of uniform program (custom uniform-enhanced fit or stock).


3.4 Clothing Care Instruction Labels:

3.4.1 All shirts and trousers shall contain clothing care instruction labels and standard material labels.

3.5 Stitching and Thread:

3.5.1 All garment stitching shall be at least 10 stitches per inch, unless specified otherwise herein.

3.5.2 Emblems and insignias shall be single needle stitched.

3.5.3 All thread color must match the color of the material that is visible.  High quality thread shall be used for all garments.

3.6 Pressing:

3.6.1 All shirts shall be pressed with military creases; three (3) creases in the back and two (2) in the front.  The sleeve shall be pressed from the bottom of the shoulder insignia to the cuff.  The crease will go through the middle of service stars, if attached to a long sleeve shirt.  Stitched, silicon, or other types of seams are not permitted.

4. general requirements for custom uniforms

4.1 General:
4.1.1 The contractor shall produce custom fit uniforms on an as needed, if needed basis. The number of uniforms an individual is allowed to purchase annually varies.  Since the Troopers wear their uniforms frequently, the proposed uniforms must be manufactured to withstand frequent wearing/washing.

4.2 Clothing Identification Tags/Labels:

4.2.1 All custom fit trooper shirts and trousers produced must contain a linen identification tag/label.  The tag/label must provide the employee’s name and basic measurements.  The tag/label must be firmly attached in a non-visible area of both the shirts and trousers.  The tag/label must be consistently attached in the same area on all shirts and trousers.

5. specific requirements for custom uniforms 

5.1 Patrol Trooper – Male Trousers. The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.1.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 16 to 16-½ ounce elastique weave; Navy Blue; 55% Dacron polyester and 45% wool.  TIC T37526PT-5, Raeford 646-96, or approved equivalent.

5.1.2 STYLE:  Uniform slack style trouser, cut to the individual waist and pant length from up-to-date men’s trouser patterns.  The cut should offer a low, medium, and high rise.

5.1.3 WAISTBAND:  The waistband shall be designed to allow for 2 1/2” to 3” of expansion. The finished waistband shall be 2 ½” wide and shall be closed with two crush proof riveted oxidized metal hook and eyes. The finished waistband shall be set on and stitched below the lower edge through the outer fabric and the waistband curtain. The waistband curtain shall have a continuous parallel silicone or rubberized band of at least 7/16” width for shirt retention.
5.1.4 BELT LOOPS:  There shall be seven belt loops 1” in width of double thickness.  Each loop must have a non-woven interlining for added durability.  All loops (except back and center) must be sewn into the top and bottom of the waistband ("dropped" belt loops that are tacked to the outside of the trouser all-around waist shall be cause for rejection).  The top of the belt loops (Except back center) shall be sewn into the waistband curtain seam.  The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the trouser and the top of the loop tacked to the outside of the waistband to allow for easier alteration.  There shall be a minimum distance of 4" between the 2nd and 3rd belt loops from the J stitch on each side to allow for holster.  The second belt loops on each side from the J stitch shall be positioned approximately 1" forward of the side seam to allow proper positioning of the holster. Snap over belt loops must be an option.
5.1.5 POCKETS:  Trousers shall include two (2) front pockets and two (2) rear hip pockets.  All pockets must be stitched, turned, and top stitched.  Safety serged pockets are not acceptable. Pocket material shall be high quality for extended wear and the color shall be black.  All pocketing shall be inserted into seam at waistband.

5.1.6 FRONT POCKETS:  Front pockets shall be ¼ top style.  Pocket depth shall be 6 to 7 inches.  Opening of the pockets shall be 6 to 7 inches.  The inside facing shall be a minimum of 1-½ inches wide.  The outside facing shall be a minimum of 3 to 3-½ inches wide.


5.1.7 HIP POCKETS:  Hip pockets shall be located a maximum of three (3) inches below the waistband.  Hip pockets shall be a minimum of 5 to 5-½ inches wide and a maximum of 6 inches deep.  Hip pockets shall be made on a Reece pocket machine, or similar product, using the double piping or double welt method.  Hip pockets shall be bartacked on the exterior flap.  All pockets shall have pointed flaps to button.

5.1.8 FLY AND FLY SUPPORT:  Fly closure shall be a #4 YKK brass semi auto-lock sipper and have a brass bottom stop at the base of the sipper chain.  A French fly support shall be installed to button securely across the lower abdomen.  The support shall be made of the same material as the trousers and shall be stitched and double thickness.  A firmly stitched four-hole button shall be used to secure the support.
5.1.9 LEG TRIM STRIPE:  Trousers shall include a 1-3/4” inch bright blue stripe.  TIC 37749PT, Raeford 7744-8148, or approved equivalent.  The stripe shall extend from the bottom of the waistband to the full length of the outseam.  Stripes shall be attached to the back panels of the trousers and serged on edges.  The front and back panels shall then join together in the side seaming.  There shall be no visible stitching showing in the stripe construction.  A top stitched stripe is not acceptable.

5.1.10 LEG SIZING AND HEM:  The trouser leg is not permitted to be excessively baggy or excessively tight.  The leg opening must be wide enough to accommodate a duty boot.  Trousers must have a 2-1/2 inch hem at the bottom of the leg.

5.1.11 SEAT:  Seat must be double-needle stitched for maximum durability.  A diamond shaped reinforced crotch gusset sewn with a safety stitch to prevent crotch seam failure is recommended. Inside edges of seat seam shall have a ¼” single needle binding. 
5.2 Patrol Trooper – Female Trousers.  The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.2.1 STYLE:  Shall be the same style as the men’s Patrol Trooper trousers identified herein with the following noted exception.
5.3 Patrol Trooper – Male Long Sleeve Shirt. The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.3.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 11 to 11-1/2 ounce; French Blue; 55% Dacron polyester and 45% wool with Soil Resistant Treatment.  TIC 353613PT-3, Raeford 3933-114, or equivalent.
5.3.2 STYLE AND STANDARDS:  The shirt shall be a modified army officer style.  Shirt must be available in both an athletic (military) cut and a regular cut.

5.3.3 FRONT:  The shirt shall have a seven (7) button front including the collar button with 1½” pleat, stitched with four (4) rows of stitching.  The front pleat shall be interlined.

5.3.4 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 11 1/2 TO 12 inch YKK or approved equivalent nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching binder seam, coordinated color for all components.  The zipper must be functional.  The placket front shall have four (4) rows of stitching; the same as a conventional placket.  The front shall contain three (3) non-functional buttons and four (4) functional buttons.  The collar, first, second, and last buttons shall be functional.

5.3.5 BACK:  The back shall have a straight yoke to finish at least 3½” but no more than 4” from the collar stand.  The yoke shall be double stitched and lined with 70 denier nylon taffeta or equivalent.
5.3.6 COLLAR:  The collar must be fastened with a single button.  The collar and neckband shall be interlined, with the band lining constructed of 100% polyester.  The collar points shall measure at least 2⅞” but no more than 3¼”.  Collar height at rear shall be 1½ inches.  The collar shall have permanent stays that run down the leading edge of the collar.  The collar shall have double needle top stitching.  There shall be no button-down tabs sewn underneath each collar.
5.3.7 POCKETS:  There shall be two (2) plain patch pockets to measure approximately 5¼ inches wide by 6 inches deep.  The pockets shall have ¼” double needle stitching securing to the front of the shirt.  The pocket flap shall be three (3) pointed scalloped and must contain a non-functional button in the middle (for appearance only) with Velcro at the corners.  The Velcro must be securely stitched to the pocket (the stitching must not be visible from the outside), and must be of adequate size to secure the pocket edges through continued cleaning.  The flap shall have ¼ inch double needle stitching to match the pocket.  Each pocket shall have a 1 to 1½ inch invisible opening at the top for pen or pencil storage.  The pen pocket shall be constructed as a smaller pocket inside the larger pocket.  Stitching for this pocket shall not be seen from the outside.  The pockets shall be placed even distance from the front and approximately seven (7) inches down from the shoulder seam.  The distance may be adjusted proportionally to the shirt size.

5.3.8 SHOULDER STRAPS:  The shoulder straps shall be two-piece pointed, ¼ inch double needle topstitched.  Straps shall be set in line with the yoke and shall be joined into the shirt at the sleeve seam.  Straps shall be crossed stitched approximately 2 inches from the outer seam.  The strap shall have a functional buttonhole approximately ½ inch from the pointed end.  The strap must always have room for the leather shoulder strap worn by the officers.

5.3.9 SLEEVES:  Conventional style tapered sleeves with a 3-inch square cuff.  The sleeve shall have a 4 to 4-1/2 inch sleeve vent.  Each sleeve shall have elbow reinforcements that are approximately 6-1/2 inches at the widest point.  Sleeve pleats shall be placed on the inside of the cuff so they do not interfere with the service stars.  The cuffs shall be two-piece with 1/4" double needle topstitching, have 2 buttons and corresponding buttonholes set vertically with one button and buttonhole in center of facing, and have woven interlining of DF600MF.  The vent will have 1 button and 1 buttonhole.
5.3.10 BUTTONS:  Shall be first grade 2 hole 20-ligne Peacock Blue.  Buttons must be approved by the state agency before production begins.  All buttons shall be securely fastened to the shirt.

5.3.11 INTERLININGS:  The collar, cuffs, pocket flaps, shoulder straps, and top center shall be interlined.

5.3.12 CONSTRUCTION:  The collar, flaps, straps, and cuffs shall be made with conventional construction.  Top ply, bottom ply and interlining are first stitched together, then turned right side out and finally top-stitched.  All parts are 1/4" double needle topstitched, including yoke, top center placket, and elbow reinforcement.  Side close felling seams and sleeve inserting can be single needle or two-needle.

SPECIAL NOTE:  As the agency does not use breast badges, a badge holder shall not be installed on the shirt.

5.4 Patrol Trooper – Female Long Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.4.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Trooper long sleeve shirt with the following noted exceptions.

5.4.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirt shall include enhancements designed for females; including athletic cut and regular cut.

5.4.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.

5.5 Patrol Trooper – Male Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.5.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 11 to 11½ ounce; French Blue; 55% Dacron polyester and 45% wool with Soil Resistant Treatment.  TIC 353613PT-3, Raeford 3933-114, or equivalent.
5.5.2 The short sleeve shirt shall be manufactured the same as the long sleeve shirt with the following noted exceptions.

5.5.3 FRONT:  The front placket facing shall have a six (6) button front, with no collar button, and a 1½” pleat, stitched with four (4) rows of stitching.  The front pleat shall be interlined.


5.5.4 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 15-16-inch nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching tape, coordinated color for all components, to be set below the first button hole on the shirtfront that shall accomplish front closure.  The zipper must be functional.  The placket front shall have four (4) rows of stitching; the same as a conventional placket.  The top and bottom buttons and buttonholes shall be functional, with the 4 buttons and buttonholes in the middle (over the zipper) being non-functional.

5.5.5 COLLAR:  Open sport collar shall be one piece with no button or buttonhole at the neck. Collar points to measure 3" long with construction and collar stays the same as for the long sleeve shirt.  It shall be approximately 1-1/2 inches high at the back when turned down.  Collar to have woven interlining.
5.5.6 SLEEVES:  Short sleeves shall be straight, or tapered with a ¾ to 1 inch hem with edge stitching.  Sleeves shall be 9-3/4 to 10 inches in length, but may be adjusted up or down based on the shirt size.

5.5.7 INTERLININGS:  All interlinings will be constructed using DF600MF 75% polyester/25% cotton.
5.6 Patrol Trooper – Female Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

5.6.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Trooper short sleeve shirt with the following noted exceptions.

5.6.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirt shall include enhancements designed for females; including athletic cut and regular cut.

5.6.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.

6. general requirements for UNIFORMED CIVILIANS
6.1 General: The contractor shall provide custom brown and gray uniforms for employees assigned to the communications, driver examination, commercial vehicle and motor vehicle inspection divisions. 
6.1.1 The contractor shall provide uniforms which are readily available for communications, driver examination, commercial vehicle, and motor vehicle inspection personnel.  The state agency is specifically looking for uniforms that resemble the custom trooper uniform in style, but are easily obtained in brown, navy and gray colors.

6.1.2 Uniform items shall be supplied and fitted in accordance with the contract and pursuant to acceptance by the state agency. Uniform items that clearly fit incorrectly shall be returned to the contractor for replacement at no cost to the state agency.

6.1.3 Uniform shirts shall meet or exceed the style and cut standards of those manufactured by Flying Cross by Fechheimer and currently used by the state agency.  


6.1.4 Badge holes and holders, or any wire access openings are not acceptable on the uniform shirts.
6.1.5 Military creases are desired; however permanent stick seams may be submitted for review.  Stitched seams will not be accepted.

7. specific requirements for uniformed civilians 

7.1 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Male Trousers.  The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.1.1 MATERIAL: Dark Brown; serge weave; 75% Dacron polyester and 25% wool.  HMS #104494.
7.1.2 STYLE:  Trousers shall meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #47289) trouser, with the following noted exceptions.
7.1.3 WAISTBAND:  Trouser shall be made with a flexible waistband system that will allow the wearer waist expansion of 2 1/2” to 3”.  The waistband shall measure a minimum or 1-7/8’ wide when finished.  
7.1.4 EXTERIOR STRIPE:  The trousers must have an exterior side stripe sewn on them.  The stripe shall be 1-1/2 inches wide and will be securely stitched to the pants within 1/8 of an inch from the edge of the stripe.  The top of the stripe shall be tucked under the waistband and securely stitched.  The stripe shall be Silver Tan.  Burlington Raeford #8130-193.
7.1.5 BELT LOOPS:  If the belt loops are not large enough to accommodate the duty belt, drop loops shall be added that are large enough to accommodate the duty belt.

7.2 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Female Trousers.  The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:
7.2.1 STYLE:  Shall be the same style as the Patrol Personnel brown men’s trousers, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #49289) trouser, with the following noted exception.


7.2.2 FRONT OPTIONAL PLEAT:  Optional pleats on both sides of the front; not to exceed more than three (3) inches in length.
7.3 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Male Long Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.3.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 10 to 10 ½ ounce; color – Silver Tan; 65% polyester and 35% rayon.  Burlington Raeford #8130-193 or approved equivalent.

7.3.2 STYLE AND CUT:  Shall resemble the custom fit trooper shirts.  Shirts shall meet or exceed the style and cut standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #19W6604) shirts but shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.

7.3.3 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 11 1/2 to 12 inch YKK or approved equivalent nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching binder seam, coordinated color for all components.  The zipper must be functional.

7.4 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Female Long Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.4.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Personnel brown long sleeve shirt, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #103W6604) shirt, with the following noted exceptions. Shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.4.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirt shall include enhancements designed for females.
7.4.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.
7.5 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Male Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.5.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 10 to 10 ½ to ounce; color – Silver Tan; 65% polyester and 35% rayon.  Burlington Raeford #8130-193 or approved equivalent.

7.5.2 STYLE AND CUT:  Shall resemble the custom fit trooper shirts.  Shirts shall meet or exceed the style and cut standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #69R6604) shirts but shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.5.3 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 11 1/2 to 12 inch YKK or approved equivalent nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching binder seam, coordinated color for all components.  The zipper must be functional.

7.6 Patrol Personnel (Brown) – Female Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.6.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Personnel brown short sleeve shirt, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #153R6604) shirt, with the following noted exceptions. Shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.6.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirt shall include enhancements designed for females.
7.6.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.

7.7 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Male Trousers.  The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:

7.7.1 STYLE:  Trousers shall be the same style as the brown trouser, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #47280) trouser, with the following noted exceptions.

7.7.2 POLY/WOOL TROUSERS: Navy Blue; serge weave; 75% Dacron polyester and 25% wool.  HMS #104483.

7.7.3 EXTERIOR STRIPE:  The trousers must have an exterior side stripe sewn on them.  The stripe shall be 1-1/2 inches wide and will be securely stitched to the pants within 1/8 of an inch from the edge of the stripe.  The top of the stripe shall be tucked under the waistband and securely stitched.  The stripe shall be slate gray.  Burlington Raeford #8130-3228 or approved equivalent.

7.8 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Female Trousers.  The contractor shall provide trousers pursuant to the following mandatory specifications:
7.8.1 STYLE:  Shall be the same style as the Patrol Personnel men’s blue/gray trouser, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #47290) trouser, with the following noted exception. Shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.8.2 FRONT OPTIONAL PLEAT:  Optional pleats on both sides of the front; not to exceed more than three (3) inches in length.
7.9 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Male Long Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following specifications:  

7.9.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 10 to 10 1/2 ounce; Slate Gray, 65% Dacron polyester and 35% rayon.  Burlington Raeford #8130-3228 or approved equivalent.

7.9.2 STYLE AND CUT:  Shall resemble the custom fit trooper shirts.  Shirts shall meet or exceed the style and cut standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #46W6691) shirts but shall not contain a badge holder or any wire access openings.
7.9.3 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 11 1/2 to 12 inch YKK or approved equivalent nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching binder seam, coordinated color for all components.  The zipper must be functional.
7.10 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Female Long Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide long sleeve shirts pursuant to the following specifications:  

7.10.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Personnel blue/gray long sleeve shirt, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #102W6691) shirt, with the following noted exceptions. Shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.10.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirt shall include enhancements designed for females.
7.10.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.
7.11 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Male Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following specifications:  

7.11.1 MATERIAL:  Shall be 10 to 10 1/2 ounce; Slate Gray, 65% Dacron polyester and 35% rayon. Burlington Raeford #8130-3228 or approved equivalent.
7.11.2 STYLE AND CUT:  Shall resemble the custom fit trooper shirts.  Shirts shall meet or exceed the style and cut standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #96R6691) shirts but shall not contain a badge holder or any wire access openings.
7.11.3 ZIPPER FRONT:  The shirt shall have a placket front with a 11 1/2 to 12 inch YKK or approved equivalent nylon separating zipper with nylon coil, matching binder seam, coordinated color for all components.  The zipper must be functional.
7.12 Patrol Personnel (Blue/Gray) – Female Short Sleeve Shirt.  The contractor shall provide short sleeve shirts pursuant to the following specifications:  

7.12.1 STYLE:  Style shall be the same as the men’s Patrol Personnel blue/gray short sleeve shirt, and meet or exceed the standards present in the Flying Cross by Fechheimer (Item #152R6691) shirt, with the following noted exceptions. Shall not contain a badge holder, or any wire access openings.
7.12.2 CUT and SIZING:  The shirts shall include enhancements designed for females.
7.12.3 PLEATS:  Chest pleats are not acceptable.
